On January 12 a State Senator in Texas submitted 
a bill that would virtually ban all group rides on 
any rural road in Texas.  The wording in the bill 
includes: (e) Persons operating bicycles in a 
group of three or more bicyclists may not ride on 
a farm-to-market road that is without improved 
shoulders. 
 
If this bill gets any support in the state capitol 
that Lance Armstrong calls home, then it will 
certainly work it’s way to Kansas.  I can only 
imagine how many Kansas legislatures would be 
lining up to sponsor the bill.  With only a little 
effort we can stop the problem before it occurs.  
We can call and write lett ers to the Texas elected 
officials.  Let them know the impact this would 

have on Tourist dollars, events like the Hotter N’ 
Hell, MS 150 and other charities, and not to 
mention the impact of voters offended.  There are 
four times as many active cyclists in  this country 
than there are gun owners.
